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RECTORS CORNER 
 “Train up a child in the way they 
should go, and when they are old they 
will not depart from it.”  (Proverbs 22:6)  
As our children and youth begin a new 
school year, I am reminded of my first 
day in school.  My parents never found 
this out as far as I knew, but I got in 
trouble that very first day, nearly the first 
hour. 
 Another first grader across the 
aisle from me, a girl with long blond 
pigtails named May Mason handed me a 
small piece of paper with a picture of a 
bunny in the grass that she had colored.  
I didn’t know May, but by her distinctive 
style of dress I knew that she was from 
the old German Baptist congregation 
who lived in that county.  Because of 
their distinctive dress and culture they 
were easily identifiable in the community, 
and were known as “dunkers” because of 
their baptism of adult members by 
immersion.  With this bit of learning, at 
the age of six, I obviously had acquired 
an experience of prejudice because I 
tore the picture in half and handed it 
back to May.  She began to quietly sob.  
But “amazing grace how sweet the 
sound,” my bad deed did not go 
unnoticed nor unpunished by Otie 
Beldon, our teacher.  “Why Brad!  I am 
surprised at you.  Tell May that you are 
sorry.”  Surprised myself, I apologized.  
That was the end of the event, but not 
the end of my learning. 

 How blessed I was at that young 
age to be corrected and “trained up in 
the way I was to go.”  I can remember 
what was in my mind forty-nine years 
ago.  It was an awareness of those 
differences, and that those differences 
carried a name.  Dunkers.   
 Where does a six year old get 
these thoughts?  It really doesn’t matter.  
What’s important is the gentle correction 
that I received.  It taught me that this kind 
of behavior is wrong and wouldn’t be 
allowed.  Otie Beldon did me a good turn 
that day; one that helped to mold my life 
in the right way. 
 I saw May Mason in the local café 
about ten years ago while visiting in 
Sawyer, Kansas with my two brothers.   
We moved from Sawyer the summer 
after that first grade, so May and I had 
not seen each other since then.  After a 
moment of greeting over the lunch 
counter, we exchanged fond memories 
of Otie Beldon and that first year of 
school.  I wondered if she remembered 
that first day of class.  I still do.  
Thankfully.

In Revelation 5:9 it is said of Christ, "For thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy 
blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation." It is our life purpose to see that the 
hard to reach peoples hear of this redemption available to them. 

Peru: 

The notice from Peru has arrived that our paper work is ready to be completed from the 
Peruvian side. So tickets are bought for the 10th of September, and the count down begins! The task 
of packing has begun as we plan to take all we need with us on the plane hi one trip. 

Our first few weeks will be spent in Lima filing for the necessary documents i.e. visas, national 
I.D. cards, drivers license, etc. We will buy a vehicle and then drive to Cusco, a city of 300,000 people 
situated in the Andes Mountains. There we have a mission home available to us until December. We 
hope to immediately enroll in language school for the Quechua language. Hopefully Isaiah will also be 
starting school half days in the local Spanish Christian School and the other half at home in English. 

Venezuela: 

The church in Via Gavilan continues on. This month Carlos is hosting two Mexican Christian 
musicians. They are holding daily classes for the 23 people interested in learning to play the guitar or 
key board. We are excited that they should have accompaniment in the services to help the singing 
when the month is done.
